SYSTEM: KDX-500 and System 56  

SUBJECT: NOTIFICATION PORT ON AVMjr. 4pt.

To help reduce the amount of calls handled by the notification port (AVMjr’S 2ND port). The following KDX-500 and System 56 Voice Mail setup is recommended.

EXAMPLE:

Sec.2 Mode 34 

Assign all single line ports connected to the AVMjr as Voice Mail ports. 

Mode 34 

PORT 21=YES

PORT 22=YES

PORT 23=YES

PORT 24=YES

Sec.3 Mode 50 – Assign the same ports in the Voice Mail table in the same order as Sec.2 Mode34. 

Mode 50

01= PORT 21 (AVMjr 1st port)

02= PORT 22 (AVMjr 2nd port) 

03= PORT 23 (AVMjr 3rd port) 

04= PORT 24 (AVMjr 4th port) 

Sec.2 Mode 60 – Assign the Voice mail ports in one of the 8 available Station Hunt                                                                                                    Groups in the following order.

Mode 60 

Group 8  (Dial Code 788) 

01 = PORT 21 (AVMjr 1st port)

02 = PORT 23 (AVMjr 3rd port)

03 = PORT 24 (AVMjr 4th port)

04 = PORT 22 (AVMjr 2nd port)

Assign the AVMjr. to ring using STGP8. This will force all incoming traffic to hunt ports 1,3 & 4 first, leaving port 2 (notification port) last.

Note: Use STGP8 as Voicemail TRF key.  
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
